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Within the text, adopt the author-date method of citation by putting comma in between for 
example, (Radhakrishanan, 2008). lf more than one work of an author is cited, separate the years 
of publication with a comma (Radhakrishanan, 2008, 2018). Separate the page numbers of 
citations by a colon (Dhillon, 2005:2) and hyphenate the inclusive numbers (Dhillon, 2005: I-
31). Use single quotation marks while quoting sentences or a single word/phrase, and double 
quotation marks for use within single quotes, e.g., ‘ln the words of Guru Nanak Dev Ji, the 
“Hukam” is today...Quotations of more than 50 words should be separated from the text and 
indented.  
Use Universal ‘s` rather than ‘z’, in ise, ising, isation words. Use British rather than American 
spellings (colour, not color). Latitude is given to authors in italicisation and spellings, but these 
should be consistent in the paper.  
Numerals from one to nine should be in words, and 10 and above in figures. However the
